The war in Gaza has significantly imperiled the fragile stability in the region. This year’s
Ramadan is marked by the rapidly deteriorating humanitarian crisis and a breakdown of law
and order in Gaza, the increasing number of civilian casualties and mounting instability
across the West Bank.

There is a growing risk of a wider political and security calamity. This must be avoided at all
costs.
