DESCRIPTION OF REQUIREMENTS
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REQUEST FOR EXPRESSION OF INTEREST

1.  The United Nations Organization Stabilization Mission in the Democratic Republic of the Congo 
(MONUSCO), seeks Expression of Interest (EOI) from duly registered companies for the Disposal by sale of 
Electronic Waste – Goma, Kinshasa, Bukavu Bunia, including Entebbe in Uganda, Rwanda in Kigali and 
Kenya for MONUSCO. 

2. MONUSCO will make available to the contractor following e waste, which may include:

• Information Technology (IT) and communications equipment (Personal Computer, Laptop, Fax 
Machines, Photocopiers, Printers (less toner), Telephones, etc.);

• Electronic entertainment equipment including Televisions, VCR/DVD/DC Players;

• Power tools (Drills, electric saw, etc.);

• Security and medical equipment (CCTV Cameras, x-ray scanning devices etc.);

• Domestic and Industrial appliances or parts of appliances; air-condition; etc

• Batteries of all description to include wet and dry cell units, Ni-Cd, NiMH, Li-ion, Lead-acid and 
button batteries all of which may contain mercury and lead;

• Discarded equipment containing transformers, capacitors which may or may not be contaminated by 
PCBs

• Equipment that mission had to destroy, due to sensitive nature e.g. contract obligation with 
manufacturer, and contractor will have received it as broken assets.

3.  MONUSCO will undertake a competitive bidding exercise shortly for a local open ended contract and 
accordingly intends to issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) to those companies who would express their 
interest and provide initial relevant information demonstrating their abilitity to  fulfill MONUSCO 
requirements. In addition, the interested companies will be requested to complete UN Vendor registration  
for level 1 on the vendor database accessible on ungm.org (new vendor only). A detail Scope of 
Requirement (SOR) will be provided to companies short listed for receipt of the (RFP) documents.

4. The EOI should specify brief relevant information about  the company including the company's profile, 
capacity/capability and experience. Vendors will be shortlisted based on their ability to provide the relevant 
documents showing that they are authorized to undertake business in DRC, Uganda , Rwanda and Kenya. 
Interested vendors must provide the following documents with their response.
- Copy of the registration certificate/license (s) of the company.
- The Contractor has to provide a certificate of disposal to MONUSCO that will specify disposal method, 
quantity contractor is able to dispose of, location/facility and short description as to how a real disposal 
action has taken place, either through recycling or other appropriate disposal methods of the electronic 
waste
