Mearby ongoing hostilities might threaten the humanitarian mine
action response in all facets. It might also lead to new
contamination.

Peace agreement

In certain contexts, mine action may be incorporated within a
peace agreement, forinstance in the 2015 peace deal betweenthe
government of Colombia and the FARC.

Institutional environment

The behaviour of mine action actors is shaped by institutions (laws, standards, regulations, norms) that establish the ‘rules of the game’.
